If you can obtain hardwood logs this is better still,
as they will have a greatly increased calorific value
compared to softwoods.

The ‘Nominal’ heat output is to be used
for calculating the ventilation provision as

required by ADJ Building Regulations and for

calculating its suitability for heating the size
of room it will be fitted into. The heat output
‘Range’ is to be used as a guide only as the
maximum and minimum performance will
depend on local conditions e.g. flue pull, fuel
quality and, importantly, the way in which the
